3 Common
Taxpayer Mistakes

iling your taxes
may not be

your favorite
activity, but it
doesn’t have to be
your least favorite,
either. Make filing
this year’s return as
painless as possible by avoiding these
common mistakes.
●●●●● Math errors - According to the IRS,

mathematical errors are the most
common mistake taxpayers make.
This includes not only errors in
addition and subtraction, but also
incorrectly transferring figures from
one form to another. Either type of
mistake results in an immediate
correction notice. However, arith-
metic errors rarely lead to a full
audit.

●●●●● Leaving out interest and dividends -
Financial institutions report interest
and dividend payments to the IRS,
and the IRS cross-checks the vast
majority of this information. Be
careful not to overlook this kind of
income when filling out your return.

●●●●● Lost receipts - Yes, you do need a
receipt to prove a deduction is valid.
Always keep the receipts and checks
you want to deduct, and keep them
well-organized in case of an audit.
